Mike Zumpino, Chief Executive Officer and Founding Partner of Triad Associates along with
Carolyn Zumpino who is part of the succession team spoke about their success in getting
grants for municipalities and counties, including the grant they secured for Morrisville Borough
in the 1st Ward nine years ago.
