Mr. Nay stated that he wanted to thank everybody who came out for the canal clean
up. They did an outstanding job. Josh Gradwoll, one of the canal tenders came out
the day before to clean up the hill by 111 Bridge Street where we had so many issues.
Also a special mention to the Trofe Family, they came down in canoes and removed
brush and branches. He contacted the DCNR and the Friends of the Delaware Canal
about putting in a containment boom around the storm drains.
